Czech Cardind Milodav VIk, the Archbishop of Prague, said Europeans were exchanging
their Christian culture for an aggressive secularism that embraced atheism. Hecalled on
Chrigtians to respond to these threats by living their own religious faith observantly. If
Chrigtiansdo not live their religiousfaith, how can they live livesthat are full of meaning
and truth? But if they ever live out their existence in God, their lives will be filled with
wonderment and opportunitiesto grow.

Living out the religious faith demands untiring proclamation of the kerygma. Whenever
Cathalics do not proclaim the most important event that has ever happened to humanity,
the world starves and dies. If thereisno proclamation, how will people believein God?
At the moment, people are getting smug and complacent. Their lives revolve around
their comforts. They justify their actions with well-crafted reasons.

The Pope in his homily on the Feast of Epiphany at St Peter’ s Basilica, said that people
do not accept Chrigt’ sinvitation when they are too self-assured and display the “ pretence
of understanding reality perfectly well and the presumption of aready having cometo a
definite jJudgment about things, which makes their hearts closed and insensitive to the
novelty of God”.

These proud persons need God to overwhelm them. It isvital that humanity feel the
effects of the proclamation. The ability to sense their inadeguacies and incompetenceis
necessary. Those who have mounted their peaks of egoistic pursuits need to dismount
to perceive thereality. Otherwise, they will self-destruct and crash.

Then | said, “Woe is me, | am doomed! For | am a man of unclean lips,
living among a people of unclean lips; yet my eyes have seen the King, the LORD of
hosts!” (Isaiah 6:5) “Depart from me, Lord, for | am asinful man.” (Luke 5:8b)

This indispensable reality check will bring us truth and grace. May the light of Christ
shine upon us and bring us hiswords of healing : “Do not be afraid”. -
