Church  Law,  Canon  873  states  that  for  baptism  there  should  be  at  least  a  godfather  or  a 
godmother although in normal practice there are two, i.e. the godmother and the godfather. 
Godparents, pursuant to Canon 874, paragraph 1 must:
(1)  have the intention of being a patron;
(2)  have completed his or her 16th year of age;
(3)  be a Catholic already confirmed and a communicant (i.e. he or she must have received the 

Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist), and be living of faith consonant with serving as a 
godparent;

(4) be free of canonical penalty, either legitimately imposed or declared; and 
(5) be other than the father or the mother of the one to be baptised.
